It seems there should be a time when we no longer have to teach on subjects such as evolution. However, as children grow into teens and teens into young adults, we notice the necessity of rehashing the fallacy of the theory of evolution. 
The Theory of Evolution is fiction

If evolution were a book, one would find it in the fiction section of the library. The point of evolution that is not emphasized by schools and society is, it is a theory. It does not have proof of what it claims about the beginning of life.

Evolution is based on time. More than that, it is based on time that is qualitative. There are two ways to look at time: qualitative and quantitative. Qualitative time means that time improves things. This is the type of time that evolutionist must have to support his doctrine. This can be illustrated in various ways. If I were to sit a rock on my desk, according to evolution, that rock may very well one day support life. That will happen if a series of changes, through qualitative time, occurs to the rock. Another way to illustrate this is to mention the old fairy tale of a girl kissing a frog turning it into a prince. To evolutionists, given the right amount of time, such an event could occur. 

Quantitative time is that time, is just time. It does not improve things as time goes on. The rock I sit on my desk will continue to be a rock, with the exception being part of the second law of thermodynamics: in time all things break down into simpler forms. 

With the use of the internet, knowledge is only a few clicks away. In the “Web Dictionary of Cybernetics and Systems” web site, several men are noted with their comments on the second law of thermodynamics. One is, “(From Sears and Zemansky): 100% conversion of heat into mechanical work is not possible by any form of engine. (p. 342) There is a tendency in nature to proceed toward a state of greater molecular disorder. This one-sidedness of nature produces irreversible processes. (p. 347)”

The web site also notes about the laws of thermodynamics, “Its second law, or the entropy law, states that in all processes some of the energy involved irreversibly looses its ability to do work and is degraded in quality. The latter is called thermodynamic entropy whose extreme form is dispersed heat and manifested in a uniform temperature distribution. Another statement of this second law is that in any process entropy never decreases. The irreversibility of physical processes implicit in this law makes the entropy law probably the most important law in understanding terrestrial processes including living organisms and social forms.”
In short, the second law of thermodynamics says, all things break down. Evolution states the opposite. That is, a rock in space, given the proper amount of time, will improve itself into a life bearing planet.

One question in the line of evolution, why earth? If life can evolve on one planet, it only seems logical that life should evolve on other planets within other parameters. That is, our neighboring planets have been around the same number of years, why are they lacking a life form? 

As for man, in the light of evolution, I question the belief that man has evolved into the highest living life form on earth. If things  get  better,  why  can  I  only  see  in  front  of  me?  Why can I only see in “white light?” Why are we lacking gills? There are too many ‘whys’ when I consider evolution and man being at the top of all living creatures.
As for proof of evolution, time and the fossil records are the only tools. It does not take too long of a life to recognize that time is not qualitative. As for the fossil records, they only indicate that certain animals once existed and are now extinct. As for the missing links, the “Piltdown man” of 1912 turned out to be the jawbone of an ape, attached to the skull of modern man that were treated with chemicals. Then, the teeth were filed down to construct a missing link. He was a constructed hoax.
In 1922, a single tooth discovered in western Nebraska was shown to one of America’s foremost fossil experts, Dr. Henry Fairfield Osborn, professor at Columbia University. “Dr. Osborn and other American experts were very excited by the appearance of this tooth. They declared that they could see, in that tooth, certain characteristics intermediate between ape and man. In fact, they weren’t quite sure whether it was from an ape-like man or a man-like ape. He was given the official name of Hesperopithecus, became popularly known as Nebraska Man, and was presented as evidence that man had evolved from apes.” 
 Years later the tooth was discovered to be from a pig.
Roughly in 1860, about the time Darwin published his book, people found fossils of the Neanderthal people. Again, after years of work, the skeleton was found to be, “that of a an old man who couldn’t walk upright because he had a bad case of arthritis! Dr. Virchow declared further, that all of these people suffered severely from rickets (a condition caused by the lack of Vitamin D) which causes bones to become soft and deformed.”

There are more ‘missing links’ that have shown to be nothing but hoaxes. It is true, there is proof of adaptation in nature, but the extrapolations made from such fall short in proving evolution. 
The evolutionists way of dating items is directionally proportional to the date they desire. In some of Don Patton’s work, he has noted some of the rocks in the Grand Canyon, according to the ways of the evolutionists, formed in between older rocks. That is, the order of progression is mixed up. Not all of the top rocks are older than the rock strata beneath it.

What of God’s creation?

We now turn to the Bible to note God’s creation. With God, time becomes irrelevant. “But, beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing,
that one day is with the Lord as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day.” (2 Peter 3:8 (KJV)

This statement proves the difference between the theory of evolution and God. I am told, in evolution, it takes one thousand years to form one inch of limestone. Therefore, any imprint of any fossil captured in limestone had to lay perfectly still for one thousand years. However, with God, and his abilities to make one day like a thousand years, that limestone could form quick enough to capture the delicate imprints of ferns (and the like) in one day. Which is more feasible? A fern leaf lying perfectly still for one thousand years without deteriorating or that fern leaf being covered in one day? 

The earth was fast formed. God spoke and it happened: And God said, Let there be light: and there was light. (Genesis 1:3) The Bible describes six days wherein God created the earth and all in it. “By the word of the Lord were the heavens made; and all the host of them by the breath of his mouth. He gathereth the waters of the sea together as an heap: he layeth up the depth in storehouses. Let all the earth fear the Lord: let all the inhabitants of the world stand in awe of him. For he spake, and it was done; he commanded, and it stood fast.” (Psalm 33:6-9 (KJV)  

Further in the Genesis account, each life, plant or animal, reproduced after its own kind (Genesis, chapter one). The Bible also teaches the earth was created to have life: “For thus saith the Lord that created the heavens; God himself that formed the earth and made it; he hath established it, he created it not in vain, he formed it to be inhabited: I am the Lord; and there is none else.” (Isaiah 45:18)

Probably one of the best points comes from the book of Hebrews: “Through faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God, so that things which are seen were not made of things which do appear.” (Hebrews 11:3 (KJV)  

This passage tells who made the worlds; God. It says the world is made of things not seen. Whether you take this to mean things are made of energy or at the level of a molecule, it is undeniably the truth.

We can find proof of God’s creation through true scientific process. Evolution, however comes up short. – Douglas R. Clark
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
